e To make a significant contribution to the vision and direction of Ercall Wood Academy, where expert
teaching and embedding knowledge is at our core.

Safeguarding

e To uphold the Academy’s policies in respect of Safeguarding and Child Protection and ensure the safety
and well-being of all learners.

Teaching & Assessment

e Demonstrate clear routines and appropriate responses to positive and negative behaviour to lead a
successful classroom.

e Seek to develop positive relationships with all students. They need to know that you care deeply about

Have excellent subject knowledge.

Prepare the learning so that students in your class can achieve and progress.
