Trousers Black tailored trousers. (Denim, cords, leggings, �ght fi�ng trousers are not 
permissible) 

Skirt  Black (to the knee) not �ght fi�ng. 

Tights Natural or thick black in winter. 

Socks Black, ankle socks no knee/over the knee socks 

Shoes  Plain black shoes. (Trainers, pumps or boots are not permissible) 



So that all students look smart...  

• Shirts must be tucked in  

• All butons are to be fastened  

• Blazers are to be worn at all �mes  

• Jewellery is not permited except for one pair of stud earrings. Other piercings are not allowed  

• Hair styles must be suitable for the school environment, which means hair colourings are not permited unless a 
single natural colour.
